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Academic Structure

The Master of International Relations consists of two concentrations
“International Trade and Economic Development” and “Peace Building
and Conflict Resolution”.

The program duration for students with a bachelor’s in the IR or similar
discipline is two years. However, for students with a bachelor’s in a
different discipline, the program duration is two and half years.
Pre-requisite courses are required for students who do not have the
required international relations background.




Students who have completed a bachelor’s degree in IR or related
field are required to take 42 credits in order to graduate.
